Sean led the Pledge of Allegiance and noted the emergency exits.
Sean made a motion to accept the April minutes. Seconded by Bill. All in favor. Motion carried.

Steve Allick of Chazen Engineering approached the Board.
Notice of Mailings and Proof of Publication were provided.
Sean made a motion to open the Public Hearing Seconded by Dave. All in favor. Motion carried.

Mr. Allick stated he was before the Board in January and then went to the Zoning Board and received the
necessary variance.

He stated that when the Boccia property was developed there was a 50’ strip of land designated to be a
roadway for the land
in the rear. When that was developed, Boccia driveway would have come off that roadway.

The land was not developed into a subdivision. It is a single home and that is now the driveway. There is a
easement for

Boccia to cross over. There have been problems with the agreement. They would like to do a lot line
realignment and then

the easement would go away. They received a variance because there will not be enough frontage.

Jon stated that a variance was granted. He stated there are no show stoppers and noted his comment letter
dated
May 16, 2018. He did note that all work.-done on the stone wall will occur on the Boccia side.

There was a discussion about the first 60 feet and a maintenance agreement. Mr. Allick stated that it may not
be necessary. It will be reviewed.

Rob expressed his concern that there is 9.4 acres in the rear and if someone wanted to subdivide that they
can’t create a road not.

Jon stated there is very little potential to develop anything due to the position of the house and the wetlands.

It was suggested they could put in a deed restriction, however they have been advised by the Town Attorney
that it can’t be enforced.

Mr. Allick stated the parties have agreed to this and Marino has agreed to convey this land to Boccia. He
stated both sides have attorneys.



Dave said he thinks they have to look at the present moment and if someone wants to develop later on they
will have to follow the code.

It was stated that when this 50’ right of way was established, the wetland rules were not the same and at that
time they may have been able to develop further. Currently, they will have to follow the code.

There was no one present in the audience for this application.

Sean made a motion to close the Public Hearing. Seconded by Michael. All in favor. Motion carried.
Sean made a motion to grant a Negative Declaration. Seconded by Bill. Allin favor. Motion carried.
Sean made a motion to grant Preliminary Approval and Conditional Final Approval with the conditions of
satisfying the engineers

letter dated May 16, 2018 and also research of the maintenance agreement. Seconded by Bill.
